Since the introduction of the HPV vaccine in the United States (U.S.) in
2006, there has been a decline in the incidence of HPV infections and
cervical pre-cancers.

> An 88% decrease in infections caused by HPV among teens

@ » A 40% reduction in cervical pre-cancers caused by HPV

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HPV VACCINATION RECOMENDATIONS

The HPV vaccine can reduce the risk of HPV-related cancers. The CDC recommends
the vaccine be given through age 26. However, it works best when it is given before
exposure to the virus and administered at ages 9-14.

RECOMMENDED
NUMBER OF DOSES

The HPV vaccine is
safe, effective for
boys and girls.

SCHEDULE

9 through 14 years 2 — dose* 0, 6 —12 months

*Discuss with your doctor, as three
doses may still be recommended
for some adolescents. **Shared
clinical decision-making is
recommended for individuals aged
27-45. Ask your doctor if HPV
vaccination is appropriate for you.

15 through 26 years 3 —dose 0, 2, 6 months

27 through 45 years** 3 —dose 0, 2, 6 months
